As President of the Jewish Genealogical Society of Greater Miami since 2018, Paulette has expanded programming
and currently leads monthly genealogy meetings at the Northeast Aventura Library. She is known for her
engaging presentations that bring family histories to lifethrough storytelling. Beginning in October 2026, she will
also lead genealogy classes at the Michael-Ann Russell Jewish Community Center.
